RCIA — Invitation to Journey 
 
RCIA is a process of becoming fully initiated into 
the Catholic Christian faith.  RCIA stands for Rite 
of Christian Initiation of Adults.  “Rite” because 
initiation into the Catholic Church happens during 
Liturgies (Masses) in the context of the parish’s 
faith community.  Initiation consists of three 
Sacraments — baptism, Eucharist, and 
confirmation. 
 
RCIA IS —  

 A process of growing in the Catholic Christian faith, 
based on theological principles: 
Each person is led by God on his/her spiritual journey 
Shared reflection on the action of God in one’s own life 
Serving our union with Christ and thereby one another 
Entire process is seen as prayer — listening to the word of 
God in Scripture and in each other’s experiences 
      Praying together 
      Reflecting on Scriptures 
      People gathering to share their faith stories 
A place to “come and see” if you are interested in 
becoming part of the faith community here at St. Dominic 
Savio. 
       

Sometimes those of us who have been Catholic our whole lives 
forget to offer this invitation to others interested in becoming 
Catholic. We just assume that if they are interested, they will 
find their own way. Sharing with others, in a gentle way, the 
information about RCIA may be just what some of our relatives, 
friends and neighbors would welcome.

CyberTipline Fights Internet Crimes Against 
Children 

The National Center for Missing and Exploited Children, 
the Federal Bureau of Investigation, and other 
government agencies all work together to fight Internet 
crimes against children. They’ve established a 
“CyberTipline,” a reporting mechanism for cases of child 
sexual exploitation including child pornography, online 
enticement of children for sex acts, molestation of 
children outside the family, sex tourism of children, child 
victims of prostitution, and unsolicited obscene material 
sent to a child. Reports may be made—24 hours per day, 
seven days per week—online atwww.cybertipline.com or 
by calling 800 843 5678.
